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One of Finland’s biggest and most established rock acts and export bands Negative is due to release their fifth album “Neon” on June 2nd, marking a milestone in the quintet’s career.
The band spent over a year working on the material, for which the lead singer Jonne Aaron crafted the lyrics with Jeff Blue; the producer, A&R and founder of Linkin Park. The whole song list was put in shape and polished before entering the Broken Wave studios in Los Angeles, where recordings took place during the fall 2009.
Jimmy Westerlund, known as a TV- and film music wizard, took the role of the head producer and Warren Riker, the man behind the names such as Santana, Korn and Michael Jackson, acted as the assistant producer.
The first single from the upcoming album, “End of the Line”, was released in February and charts currently at the top end of the radio has been one of the most played songs ever since. The music video of the single is also on heavy rotation on music channels.
Songs and lyrics
The songs and lyrics of the album were written Jonne Aaron, whose vocal scale reaches its full potential in the songs. The whole band has taken a prominent step forward in developing their sound to a massive unity. 
Jonne Aaron describes the fresh work as “a mixture of traditional Finno-Slavic melancholy and all-American stadium rock, not forgetting the band’s hard rock / grunge roots. 
Inspiration to the album has been drawn from the classics of Queen, The Beatles and Pink Floyd. Nonetheless, Neon is a definitive Negative album, with remarkably crafted songs and lyrics on an international scale. 
Live
The Neon theme is brought out strongly also in the live shows, as the audience is transported into metropolitan scenery with blinking neon signs. The whole show with its visual and musical elements will create a comprehensive and memorable experience.
Europe and Japan
In addition to a club tour in the spring, the band will throw a few gigs in China, headlining Finland’s stage at the Shanghai World Expo May 27th. The tour continues to the Finnish summer festivals and Europe, where the album is released in July. Japan, where the band has been popular for years, will also get their album release during the summer. 

Negative is a Tampere-based rock band founded in 1997, who broke through with their debut album "War of Love" (2003) and hit track "The Moment of Our Love" taken from the album. The five man group has sold 150 000 albums and received a number of gold records. The band was proud to take home an MTV Music Award as the best Finnish Act in 2007. They have toured in Japan, China, Mexico, Russia, Sweden, Denmark, Germany, Switzerland, Austria , Hungary, Spain, Netherlands, Italy, the Czech Republic and France besides Finland.
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
