Sotajumala is a Finnish death metal band founded in 1998. Drawing influence from both old and new generations of death metal they have crafted a sound of their own: fierce and aggressive, honest, no-bullshit death metal. Lyrics are in their native language dealing mostly with death in various forms and the band name translates to Wargod. Over the years the band has gained a loyal following through hard work, solid releases and several punishing live shows.

Debut full-length Death Metal Finland received great response from press and fans alike in 2004, marking the beginning of a new era in Finnish death metal. Several shows followed in Finland, Sweden and Estonia and after a few necessary line-up changes the band began a meticulous writing process for their sophomore album. In 2007 Teloitus

("Execution") was unleashed with its eight crushing songs displaying great progress as songwriters, musicians and as a band - something both press and fans noticed. From start to finish Teloitus destroyed everything in its path, not once letting go. The album climbed on national sales charts at position 17 and the band hit the road to promote it by playing dozens of club shows, most important Finnish metal festivals and supporting such foreign acts as Nile, Obituary, Napalm Death and Misery Index.

In 2010 third album Kuolemanpalvelus ("Ceremony of Death") was released to great anticipation and it proved the band could hold their own. 

Displaying darker sides to their punishing sound Kuolemanpalvelus climbed on national sales charts at position 6, proving death metal is still strong in Finland and that 12 years of hard work, dedication and firmly believing in what you do is all that really matters.

Sotajumala has earned their place in the history of Finnish death metal and while their recordings are punishing enough, there's no doubt the same energy is present at live shows where they have further demonstrated their abilities to annihilate the masses. Death Metal Finland!
